Celebration of                       
Santo Nino

The Señor Santo Niño de Cebú is a Catholic title                  
of the Child Jesus associated with a religious image
of the Christ Child widely venerated as miraculous
by  Filipino Catholics. It is the oldest Christian
artifact in the Philippines, originally a gift from the  
Conquistador Ferdinanc Magellan to Rajah
Humabon (baptized as Carlos) and his wife and
chief consort, Hara Humamay (baptized as Juana)
on account of their Christian baptism in 1521.                    
The image is the only canonically crowned image
of Jesus Christ in the Philippines.

The statue depicts the Child Jesus, with a serene
countenance, in the attitude and dress of a Spanish
monarch. The statue bears imperial regalia,
including a golden crown, toison de oro, globus
cruciger, and various sceptres, wears fine vestments,
and possesses jewelry mostly offered by devotees
over several centuries.
